Dual Enrollment Requirements:

Administrative approval required. Email request to Dr. Eckert (ceckert@ccphilly.com). Please do not register or pay for a class without receiving

approval from a CCA administrator as we may not accept the requested class on our transcript.

Dual Enrollment Course that range between 7-10 weeks will earn a half credit (.5) CCA credit.

Dual Enrollment Course that range between 11-16+ weeks will earn a full credit (1.0) CCA credit.

No CCA credit is given for Pass/Fail Dual Enrollment course.

Dual Enrollment college courses will receive the Honors GPA weight.

Dual Enrollment high school courses will receive the appropriate weight associated with the level of the class (College Prep, Honors or Advanced

Placement).

To have a Dual Enrollment course grade posted to a CCA transcript, students must submit an official transcript (grade report) from their Dual
Enrollment school.
